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More than 300 clinicians and scientists from a wide range of disciplines in the bone and skeletal muscle research community will explore evolving approaches and innovations in bone and skeletal muscle interaction. Program objectives include the following:

· To understand the close association between muscle and bone during development and growth and how nutrition and physical activity affect general health.

· To dissect the association between sarcopenia and osteoporosis and determine what role aging plays in these processes.

· To identify molecular and cellular mechanisms responsible for the close association between muscle and bone in both health and disease and with aging.

· To define defective mechanotransduction in both muscle and bone and identify means to treat musculoskeletal disease.

· To identify means to prevent, treat, or reverse muscle and bone loss.

· To determine if muscle communicates with bone independent of mechanical loading.

· Assess the feasibility of establishing a combined research field that integrates muscle and bone physiology in order to generate a better understanding of how these two tissues integrate and crosstalk in both health and disease.

Exhibitors are prohibited from assigning or subletting a booth or any part of the space allotted to them.  Exhibitors cannot exhibit or permit any merchandise or advertising materials to be exhibited in their space that is not part of their own regular products.  It is not permitted for money to change hands (including credit card payments) for products, merchandise, membership, or services of any kind in the exhibit hall.  Orders may be taken for payment at a later date.
14.  CANCELLATIONS
